b. If he/she does not receive the certificate/s within the stipulated period, then he/she can
immediately seek the assistance of the Section Head/Deputy Registrar of the 'K’ Section
with relevant copy of records that has been already submitted for claiming the
certificates, so as to enable them to get the certificate from the office (or) necessary
guidance will be provided for the same.

c. Students admitted to various programmes of the University, should get back his/her
original certificates produced at the time of admission within three months either on
completion of program (or) discontinuing the same in the middle of the programme. The
University is not responsible for any lapse or damage of the certificates.
